Specifically, business
partners must commit fo uphold the human rights of workers and employ them according to
working laws and regulations. METTLER TOLEDO requires its business partners fo creafe and
mainfain an environment where all of their employees are freated with dignity and respect and
they cannot use child labor, slavery, or forced, indentured, or involunfary labor. Trade or
trafficking of human beings is expressly prohibited. METTLER TOLEDO has comprehensive third
party due diligence processes in place fo reinforce these expectations with select business
partners.

Accountability

METTLER TOLEDQ's Global Terms and Conditions of Purchase, available at
www.mt.com/supplierportal, require suppliers to comply with all laws, regulations, and
standards, and establish METTLER TOLEDQ's right to conduct supplier audifs. Suppliers must
comply with the METTLER TOLEDO Business Partner Code of Conduct and more detailed
requirements, including on-site audits and training, apply to select suppliers via master purchase
agreements.
